7. Correctly assembles EZ-IO Driver and Needle Set
8. Stabilizes the insertion site, inserts EZ-IO Needle Set, 
removes stylet and confirms placement
9. Demonstrates safe stylet disposal
10. Connects primed extension set and flushes the catheter
11. Connects appropriate fluid with pressure infuser and
adjusts flow as instructed
12. Demonstrates appropriate securing of the EZ-IO, 
EZ-Connect, and places wristband
13. States maximum time the EZ-IO can remain in place
14. Demonstrates removal procedures and post EZ-IO care
